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Midvale Lions  Midvale Lions Christmas fund was distributed to three families in the Upper Country, in the 
form of food, vouchers and gift cards.  With help from Midvale School students' canned 
food/donation drive, our fund grew to $374 this year, and we were able to help an 
additional family have a Merry Christmas. 

Ontario Lions The Quiet Lions of Ontario are still here... 
We may be behind in our reports... We may not do much district wide... We don't say a 
whole lot... BUT! 
The Ontario Lions Club is alive and ROARING! 
The Ontario Lions is proud to announce the election of one of our own! Lion Joe Dominick 
has been elected Mayor of Ontario! The Ontario Club is proud to have a Lions 
representation in our city halls. 
We are also proud to announce the completion of our ambitious $180,000 community 
project. Thru research and diligence, help from our Board of Directors and 6 faithful Lions, 
25 community sponsors, our project is finally complete. 
18 months ago, our 40 year old community events sign, which used 14" plastic, hand 
placed letters, needed extensive repair. This sign was manually changed weekly by 2 club 
members, announcing the various non-profit events going on in Ontario. The board of 
directors voted "no" to the cost of repairs, and directed the club, to research a new 
electronic sign. With the help of club members, we discovered a sign company that 
worked with communities to install new signs with grant money. 
We sent them a concept of the sign that the board had in mind, complete with "wishful 
thinking of a size" and some basic artwork. The "dream size" was 17 feet across and the 
electronic display had 14" letters and 2 lines of visible text. 
We contacted Columbia Communications, and they sent us an application, and within 6 
weeks we had a reply that we qualified for a $100,000 community grant, towards the 
installation of an electronic sign. The worst part was, we had to come up with another 
$80,000 to get the sign here. 
To make this year and a half, long project story short... 2 major advertisers paid $10,000 
each in advance for a 3 year contract, of having a lit sign 24 hours a day, (Malheur 
Federal Credit Union and TVCC Community College). That gave the club the deposit to 
move forward and order the sign. The sign company (Columbia) was so interested in 
getting us the sign, they offered an additional 25% discount on the $80,000 if we could 
come up with cash. The club had a project account balance of $11,000, and 3 Lion 
members committed the balance as a loan to the club, so we could pay cash, to take 
advantage of the discount. 
The result is the sign you see in the attached photographs. The sign ended up being 21 
feet across, 14 feet high, and the electronic sign has 15", 2 lines of letters. With the help of 
Lion Don Hatt, the club secured donations for 100% of the installation costs. Our local 
crane company, RoadRunner Crane, donated 15 hours of crane time to install the sign! 
Local giant corporation Woodgrain Millworks, donated $7500 community enhancement 
dollars, towards installation costs and repayment of loans. Thanks Woodgrain! 
The club will be able to repay the balance of the loans for the sign, thru the 15 advertisers 
that have bought 1 year display contracts at $1500 each. We will need to sell these 
contracts for 2 more years to pay off the sign. 
The main use for the message center will be announcing community events. For example, 
in February, one of our elementary schools is having a chili feed. Another school, 5 days 
later is having a spaghetti feed (how do you spell that!). Those will be programmed in as 
free announcements. In between the free ones, our advertisers will appear, so we can pay 
for the sign! 
Next time you visit Ontario, drive by Lions Park, near the hospital, and take a look at our 
new toy. The Ontario Lions Club is proud of our beautiful addition to the community. Who 
knows? Maybe you can get one too! 
By the way... Have you ever seen the Lions Logo this BIG?! 

Parma Lions November and first two weeks of December all the Lions Club Members were busy selling 
Turkey Tickets for our Big Fund Raiser.  We raised over $4,000.  Parma Lions was the 
recipient of a Whittenberg Grant for use for the CUB Park, a preschool climbing park. 

Rupert Lions Glasses were purchased for Ernestine Kossakowski.  A donation of $100 was donated to 
the MD 39 Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation in memory of Merna Hatfield, mother of 
VDG Darrell.  The club also voted to donate $80 each for the Idaho Youth Ranch boys and 
girls team.  The chairs purchased from the VFW were donated to the Minidoka Fair Board 
for use at the facility.  Citizen of the Year for 2006, John Docktor and his wife were our 
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guests in the award process.  John gave praise to what the Lions do for the community 
and indicated Lions set the example for him and others in serving others.  He and his 
Lynette asked many questions about what Lions do and were especially interested in the 
new LEO Club in the organizational process.  VDG Darrell presented a sketch for a pin for 
his year as DG.  The club gave its approval to the pin sketch.  The club also voted to 
donate $100 for food and vet services to the Rupert City Police Department for a new 
Canine added to the force.  55 pairs of used eyeglasses were collected.

Dr. Beverly Roberts, International Director from Georgia gave an entertaining address complimenting 39W for all their 
accomplishments. She got the Lions involved by having the ladies repeat ñWe Serveò each time she said it and the men 
punctuating it with a robust ñYesòéShe mentioned that this past year Lions donated $730 million dollars and over 70 
million  hours on projects. She stressed that Passion was the motivating factor for the achievements. She told us that LCI
