ABOUT THE GAME BOX COVER 
 
The Game Box cover is a collection of many locations throughout 
the state that did not make the game board but deserved showing 
off Idaho’s natural beauty. Leland Howard, of Wilderness Books 
donated many pictures for the game box cover with a lightening 
strike near the Deadwood River in the Boise National Forest, an 
elk in the Clearwater River, and an Indian Paintbrush flower on a 
solid lava flow at Craters of the Moon National Monument. Jay 
Krajic donated the image of Shoshone Falls (the Niagara of the 
West with a taller water drop than Niagara Falls by 36 feet. Ron 
Gill donated the picture on the game box cover of Borah Peak in 
the Lost River Range, the highest point in Idaho at 12,662 feet. 
 
ABOUT THE GAME BOARD 
 
The Game Board was created with both sponsored and non-
sponsored game spaces. The non-sponsored game spaces reflect a 
cross section of Idaho. The sponsored game board spaces were 
placed in a silent auction with the highest donors on the Boardwalk 
and Park Place properties. Many corporations, businesses, tourist 
attractions and resorts helped sponsor the game. Citi Group made a 
considerable donation to be on the MonopolyÒ Money. Citi is a 
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large employer in the Boise area. The center photograph on the 
game board is by Milan Chuckovich with a picture of Mount 
Heyburn reflecting in Little Redfish Lake at sunrise in the 
Sawtooth National Recreation Area. 
 
The Chance and Community Chest Cards text have been 
customized to reflect Idaho / E. Oregon Lions Sight and Hearing 
Foundation derived words of wisdom, penalties, prizes and praises. 
In addition, the Chance cards and spaces have the Lions Clubs 
International Fundraiser logo. The Community Chest cards and 
spaces have the logo of the Idaho / E. Oregon Lions Sight and 
Hearing Foundation.  
 
NON-SPONSORED GAME SPACES 
 
The dark purple properties are dedicated to historic people. Miners 
and Fur Trappers were chosen as the first non-native Idahoans that 
lead to settlement. Artist Jill Torgerson donated the watercolors of 
the Miner (Baltic Avenue) and Fur Trapper (Mediterranean). 
 
The light blue spaces are dedicated to our state symbols. Chad 
Case donated the picture of the Idaho State Flower (Oriental 
Avenue), the Syringa. Steve Bly’s picture of the Idaho State Bird 
(Vermont Avenue), the Mountain Bluebird shows the reason why 
it is the state bird. The Idaho Potato Commission donated the 
picture of the Idaho State Vegetable, the Potato (Connecticut 
Avenue). 
 
The light purple properties are dedicated to historic locations in 
Idaho. Leland Howard, of Wilderness Books donated the picture of 
Cataldo Mission (St. Charles Place), the oldest building in the state 
built by the Jesuits and the Couer d’Alene Native American Tribe. 
Ron Gill donated the pictures of Idaho City (States Avenue), a 
historic mining town and Register Rock (Virginia Avenue) near 
Massacre Rocks State Park on the Oregon Trail where pioneers on 
the trail carved their names. 
 
 The orange properties are dedicated to scenic places throughout 
Idaho. Leland Howard donated the pictures of Priest Lake (St. 
James Place), Hells Canyon (Tennessee Avenue) and the Henry’s 
Fork (New York Avenue) at Harriman State Park in Island Park. 
 
The railroad properties are the four largest Universities in the state 
with The University of Idaho (Reading Railroad), Brigham Young 
University – Idaho (Pennsylvania Railroad), Idaho State University 
(B&O Railroad), and Boise State University (Shortline Railroad). 
 
Rounding out the non-sponsored spaces is the Idaho Income Tax 
(City Tax) and Buy Idaho (Luxury Tax), which promotes Idaho 
based goods and services. 
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SPONSORED GAME SPACES 
 
The blue game board spaces were selected by a silent auction. 
Micron (Boardwalk), a large technology company based out of 
Boise, provided the highest bid overall. America Home Mortgage 
(Park Place), a large mortgage company provided the second 
highest bid overall. 
 
The green game board spaces were reserved for Idaho based 
resorts and tourist attractions. Sun Valley (Pennsylvania Avenue), 
an Idaho and world-class resort, provided the best offer for these 
spaces. Lava Hot Springs (North Carolina Avenue), Idaho’s 
famous hot springs and Olympic swimming complex, provided the 
second best offer. Yellowstone Bear World (Pacific Avenue), 
where you can view bears and other animals from your car 
provided the third best offer. 
 
The yellow game board spaces were reserved for corporations in 
order of bids. Monsanto (Marvin Gardens) is a large employer in 
the Soda Springs area, is an agriculture solutions provider. 
Washington Group International (Ventnor Avenue) is a Boise 
based corporation with operations worldwide. Potandon Produce 
(Atlantic Avenue) is the largest marketer of fresh potatoes and 
onions in the United States. 
 
The red game board spaces continued with corporations in order of 
bids with the Reel Theatre (Illinois Avenue), a Boise based theater 
chain, Larsen Farms (Indiana Avenue), a large potato and alfalfa 
grower and shipper, and finally Great Floors (Kentucky Avenue), a 
manufacturer and retailer of top quality flooring products. 
 
On the utility game board spaces are two small firms that beat out 
several large corporations with their bids. Pinnacle Pensions 
(Water Works) is a pension and benefit company based out of 
Boise. Horkley Oil is a small oil and gas retailer and distributor 
based out of Rexburg. 
 
GAME TOKENS 
 
The game tokens were half sponsored and non-sponsored. For the 
sponsored game tokens, there is a Lighthouse for Guardian Home 
Care Hospice, a Nampa based in-home care and hospice provider, 
a Keytoon for Key Bank, one of the largest banks in Idaho, and a 
Popcorn Bag for The Reel Theatre, a Boise based theater chain.  
 
For the non-sponsored game tokens, there is Spuddy Buddy, a 
Future Leader Dog, and a Lion. Spuddy Buddy, the world-
renowned symbol for IdahoÒ potatoes and the Idaho Potato 
Commission is featured as a game token. A Future Leader Dog is 
another game token as a show of support for Leader Dogs for the 
Blind, a great organization that trains dogs and dog recipients that 
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are blind or visually impaired how to work with each other. And 
finally, the last game token is a Lion for all of us lions at heart.

MISSION 
 
The foundation is a humanitarian organization dedicated to serve 
our Lions clubs, Idaho communities, and the world, as an 
outstanding quality provider of sight and hearing assistance.  
 
The Idaho-Eastern Oregon Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation 
was established in 1969 by Multiple District 39 Lions to encourage 
and promote sight and hearing conservation projects for the 
citizens of southern Idaho and eastern Oregon. The Idaho / E. 
Oregon Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation is a recognized by the 
Internal Revenue Service as a 501(c)(3) charitable humanitarian 
foundation, which means all donations to the foundation are tax 
deductible. The Tax Identification Number is 82-0291493. 
 
Primary services of the foundation include the Idaho Lions Eye 
Bank, the Lions Mobile Screening Unit, Diabetes Awareness, the 
Lions Hearing Aid Assistance, the Lions Personal Assistance 
Fund, and Eye Glass Recycling. The foundation is not supported 
by the state or federal government and must have fundraisers like 
this Idaho Edition of MonopolyÒ fundraiser, “Hit the Jackpot Golf 
Tournament”, Memorial/Honorarium Gift, and the “Parade of 
Checks” to continue services. 
 
The foundation continues to grow and expand services. Our Idaho 
Lions Eye Bank has been in donated space since 1969. The volume 
of eye donations and services offered has increased tremendously 
since that time and now a permanent location is required and 
hence, the main purpose of this Idaho Edition of MonopolyÒ 
fundraiser. Additionally, this fundraiser is raising awareness and 
educating the public of our foundation and its services offered 
along with ways individuals, foundations, corporations and clubs 
can help with our mission of providing quality sight and hearing 
conservation services for Idaho and eastern Oregon. 
 
SERVICES 
 
Idaho Lions Eye Bank                                      
 
The Foundation operates one of the leading Eye Banks in the US. 
The Idaho Lions Eye Bank obtains, medically evaluates and 
distributes corneal eye tissue from individuals who donate their 
eyes when they pass away. The Idaho Lions Eye Bank places 
tissue for transplant throughout Idaho, the U. S. and the world.  
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Approximately 300 sight restoring cornea transplants were made 
possible by the eye bank, Sight and Hearing Foundation and caring 
Idahoans in 2006. Eye donations are required for continued 
operation of this valuable sight restoring service to those in need of 
cornea transplants and eye disease research. To sign up as an eye, 
tissue and organ donor, go to the Idaho Donor Registry, or contact 
either our Foundation offices or visit a local Lions Club.

The following are some significant statistics 
about our Idaho Lions Eye Bank and the 
mission it is fulfilling: 
 
The Idaho Lions Eye Bank has provided more than 4,100 sight 
restoring corneas for transplant since 1969. 
 
Over 1,000 eyes provided for eye research. 
 
100% of cornea transplant needs in Idaho have been met since 
1996 when the Idaho corneal transplant waiting list was 
eliminated. 
 
Lions Mobile Screening Unit     
 
The Lions Mobile Screening Unit, together with local Lions Clubs 
volunteers, provide free basic sight and hearing screenings to 
thousands of elementary aged children and the general public in 
Idaho and Eastern Oregon. Screening is kept free of charge 
through donations of time and money from local Lions Clubs, as 
well as other community-minded organizations. The state-of-the-
art unit is housed in a thirty-eight foot trailer and provides health 
screenings for hearing, vision, Macular Degeneration, Glaucoma, 
Diabetes, and blood pressure. Corporations can use the Mobile 
Screening Unit for Health Fairs to screen their employees. 
 
Diabetes Awareness 
 
Diabetes is the sixth leading cause of death, affects almost every 
part of the body, can lead to blindness and heart disease, and cost 
the U.S. 132 billion dollars a year. The foundation and Lions Clubs 
supports all efforts to combat and provide education on diabetes to 
prevent the effects of this disease and prevent blindness. 
 
Lions Hearing Aid Bank               
 
Hearing Aids are provided to children and adults through 
donations of manufacturers, individuals, and the foundation. 
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Individuals can donate Hearing Aids to any Lions Club for this 
effort. In addition, Hearing Aids are loaned until an individual can 
afford or have a Hearing Aid manufactured for their needs. 
 
Lions Personal Assistance Program 
 
The foundation provides assistance to individuals in need of vision 
and hearing care who cannot afford treatment. Assistance is given 
for eyeglasses, hearing aids, and eye and ear surgeries.  In 2005, 
the Personal Assistance Program provided $90,000.00 in help to 
pay for Cataract Surgeries, Corneal Transplants, Diabetic 
Retinopathy, YAG laser, and Cochlear implants. The foundation 
does require that an individual in need, work with a local Lions 
Club for services upon approval of assistance. 
 
Eyeglass Recycling 
 
Glasses are donated by individuals and picked up for sorting by 
Lions Clubs and foundation members. The glasses are made 
available to the needy in other nations. The foundation processes 
and ships approximately 65,000 pairs of donated glasses yearly. 
 
FUNDRAISING 
 
The foundation is not supported by any state or federal government 
agencies and must have fundraisers like this Idaho Edition of 
MonopolyÒ fundraiser to continue sight and hearing conservation 
services. The foundation raises funds in communitities across the 
state with our major fundraisers being the “Hit the Jackpot Golf 
Tournament”, Memorial/Honorarium Gift, grants from private and 
public foundations, and the annual “Parade of Checks” at our 
Multiple District convention. 
 
Hit the Jackpot Golf Tournament 
 
Every year during the first weekend after Labor Day in September, 
the foundation hosts a “Hit the Jackpot Golf Tournament” in 
Jackpot, Nevada. Funds needed by the foundation are raised 
through direct sponsorship of the tournament through Tee Box 
Sponsorships, a Slot Tournament, player entrance fees and a Silent

At the annual Multiple District 39 convention, the local clubs 
present to the foundation the results of their fundraising to show 
their and your communities support of the foundation’s mission 
and services offered. 
 
FUTURE OF THE FOUNDATION 
 
The Idaho / E. Oregon Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation is on 
the move and providing much needed services to Idaho and eastern 
Oregon, the US and the world. The foundation is currently in the 
process of establishing a branch of the Idaho Lions Eye Bank in 
eastern Idaho to help serve Idaho better, educate local citizens and 
increase eye donations. The foundation is raising awareness of 
sight and hearing conservation services and projects through this 
Idaho Edition of MonopolyÒ. The foundation is looking to 
increase its Lions Personal Assistance Program as other 
organizations are lessening the amount of support provided. Future 
additional fun community events are planned to help raise 
awareness and funds including game competitions, concerts, and 
restarting the Journey for Sight Walk-a-Thons. 
 

MULTIPLE DISTRICT  39 
 
The Lions Clubs of Multiple District 39 encompass the lower two 
thirds of Idaho and a small fraction of eastern Oregon with 
approximately 80 clubs and 2200 members. We serve areas in 
Idaho, from wilderness to rural and urban, from the scenic 
Yellowstone and Teton National Parks, Bear Lake, through steep 
mountains, valleys and rivers that Lewis and Clark traveled, the 
Salmon River, through the Sawtooth National Recreational Area 
and Boise National Forest, across the Snake River Plains and 
mountains along the old Oregon and California trails, along the 
Snake River, and finally to rural eastern Oregon. 
 
Melvin Jones in Chicago, Illinois founded lions Club International 
on June 7, 1917. At their convention in 1925, Helen Keller charged  
the Lions Club with the “Will you not constitute yourselves Knights 
of the Blind in this crusade against darkness?”  
 
Since then, the Lions Club has taken Sight Conservation as one of 
its main goals. In addition, the motto of the Lions Club is “We 
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Serve”. From this motto, Lions Clubs serve their communities in 
many different functions from community service projects, 
fundraisers, sight and hearing conservation and screenings, and 
many more activities.  
 
The Lions Clubs individually work on projects and have several 
projects that they work on a Multiple District level. Multiple 
District wide projects include supporting the Idaho / E. Oregon 
Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation, Lions Clubs International 
Foundation, and Leader Dogs for the Blind. 
 
Most Lions Clubs in Multiple District 39 provide scholarships for 
our youths, serve community meals, build and improve community 
parks, provide sight and hearing screenings for the local 
communities and schools, and many other humanitarian and 
community service projects. 
 
The Multiple District is interested in developing the youths in our 
communities through several different projects and activities. Leo 
Clubs, for individuals between the ages of 12 to 28, develop youths 
in leadership skills and teamwork along with having fun. The 
Youth Exchange Program sends youths overseas and brings them 
to the United States where they can learn first hand about the 
culture and societies of the world. The Lions also operate Youth 
Camps where youths can go to camp and interact with other like-
minded youths. Lions Clubs International has a Youth Peace Poster 
Competition that Multiple District 39 participates in. A local 
initiative, Multiple District 39 sponsors a Patriotism Essay Contest 
that develops our youths with their essay and speaking skills. 
 
There have been several large projects that Lions have worked on 
over the years together with more than one club helping including 
the Idaho / E. Oregon Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation and its 
Idaho Lions Eye Bank. Some recent projects include working with 
Leader Dogs for the Blind, Special Olympics Opening Eyes 
Program, Habitat for Humanity, working on Hope House, and 
helping to acquire a Pediatric Digital Retina Camera. 
 
PROJECTS 
 
Leader Dogs for the Blind 
 
The Lions Clubs of Multiple District 39 has supported Leader 
Dogs for the Blind for many years. Leader Dogs for the Blind 
trains dogs and dog recipients that are blind or visually impaired 
how to work with each other. Our MD 39 Council and local 
District Cabinets (39E and 39W) have a designated chairlion that is 
in charge of annual fundraisers for Leader Dogs for the Blind. In 
addition, during our annual Multiple District Convention and its 
“Parade of Checks” for the Sight and Hearing, several clubs 
present checks for all of the fundraising efforts they have 
accomplished through the year for Leader Dogs. Leader Dogs for 
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the Blind and local Lions Clubs have sponsored several Idaho 
residents through the years for training and acquiring Leader Dogs. 
 
Lions Clubs International – Special Olympics Opening Eyes 
Program 
 
Lions Clubs in Multiple District 39 has participated in this Lions 
Club International Program at the last Special Olympics event in 
2004 in Boise and will participate again in 2008 at the planned 
event in Boise. Through this initiative, Special Olympics athletes 
receive the eye health services they need by Lions Club volunteers 
with sight, hearing and health screenings, allowing them to be 
better athletes and more productive community members. Through 
a grant from the Lions Clubs International Foundation (LCIF), 
Lions Clubs International and Special Olympics are now 
partnering to expand the Special Olympics vision health program. 
Working together will bring proper eye care, hearing and health 
screenings to more Special Olympics athletes in Idaho and around 
the globe, and will also open the world’s eyes to the reality that 
people with mental retardation deserve the same quality vision care 
to which every person is entitled.  
 
Lions Club International – Habitat for Humanity Par tnership 
 
Lions Club International and Habitat for Humanity have partnered 
since 1999 to work together to build homes for people with 
disabilities. Since 1999, a total of 776 homes have been built. 
There have been several Habitat for Humanity projects throughout 
the state of Idaho that Lions have been involved with over the 
years, but none has touched us Lions as working on a project in 
Pocatello.  
 
The Lions from the Pocatello Sunrise, American Falls and 
Chubbuck Lions Clubs worked with Habitat for Humanity to build 
a Habitat House for a legally blind young lady. The funding for the 
house was split 50 – 50 with Habitat for Humanity with the three 
Lions Clubs and District 39E contributing 25% of the funding and 
receiving a matching grant from Lions Clubs International 
Foundation. Habitat for Humanity raised the other 50% with help 
from the Lions by going to Wells Fargo Bank.  
 
One of the requirements from the Lions Clubs International 
Foundation for the grant was that the applicant for the house had to 
have a disability. The Lions from Pocatello Sunrise, American 
Falls and Chubbuck Lions Clubs played a major role in picking the 
applicant for the Lion-Habitat house in Pocatello. Lavendar 
Donnley and her daughters Deanna, 11 years old, and Zoey, 6 
years old, was a great choice for the house. Lavendar is legally 
blind with limited sight and only able to see straight ahead. She 
worked on the house helping bring lumber and painting.  
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Hope House 
 
Hope House Home for Children provides a home for emotionally 
impaired, developmentally disabled, come from dysfunctional 
families, and physically disabled children between the ages of six 
and eighteen. Most of the children come from the western part of 
the US, but occasionally from other areas of the US and on a case-
by-case basis from overseas. Multiple District 39 has a long history 
of providing support to Hope House from its beginning. In 2004, 
Hope House moved from Nampa to its current location in Marsing. 
Multiple District 39 helped with fundraisers for the move and 
helped acquire a $75,000 grant from Lions Club International to 
build a school at the new location. When Hope House needs are 
not being met, the Lions rally and help provide the needed support. 
 
Pediatric Digital Retina Camera 
 
The S&H Foundation teamed up with Saint Luke’s Hospital in 
Boise to provide a Pediatric Digital Retina Camera (RETCAM II), 
which is very effective in finding sight problems and preventing 
blindness in pre-mature babies and young children. Prior to this 
project, a pre-mature baby or child would have to travel out of 
state for this medical service. In addition, the RETCAM II 
provides the most effective method of determining shaken baby 
syndrome for law enforcement that is defendable in a court of law.  
 
On March 8, 2006 the LIONS of MD 39 through the Sight & 
Hearing Foundation, and a grant from Lions Clubs International 
Foundation presented a check to St. Luke’s Children’s Hospital for 
$54,628.00 toward the purchase of a new Pediatric Digital Retina 
Camera. The S&H Foundation is in the beginning stages of 
working with hospitals and doctors in Eastern Idaho to purchase 
and provide a RETCAM II for use in that part of the state. The cost 
of a RETCAM II is approximately $90,000. 
 
Zoo Boise 
 
The Lions in Multiple District 39 are working with Zoo Boise on a 
couple of different projects. These projects include bringing Lions 
to the Zoo Boise and the Out of Africa Capital Campaign with 
helping to build the Lion Viewing Area in the African Village. 
 
District 39E Projects 
 
The 39 E Lions are very active in all of their communities. The 
Habitat for Humanities House for Lavendar Donnley was a 
signature project for the District.   
 
Aberdeen Lions Club 
 
The Aberdeen Lions sponsor a Bicycle Rodeo and give away bikes 
to local youth. 
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American Falls Lions Club 
 
The American Falls Lions have been builders in their community 
with shelters at Vard Meadows Park and the City Park, purchased 
and remodeled senior citizen center, disc golf course at City Park, 
built bleachers, equipment and booths at athletic fields, sponsored 
youth basketball league and the annual All-star Football Game, and 
have been involved in many community events. The American 
Falls Lions helped build a Habitat for Humanity’s House in 
Pocatello for visually impaired Lavender Donnelly and her family. 
 
Arco Lions Club 
 
The Arco Lions operate a ski hill that is enjoyed by the area and 
have developed parks in Arco and Moore. 
 
Bancroft Lions Club 
 
The Bancroft Lions built their clubhouse, which is open to the City 
and Community for use to hold community events and meetings. 
 
Blackfoot Lions Club 
 
The Blackfoot Lions Club raises funds by preparing and selling the 
race programs at the East Idaho State Fair. 
 
Challis Lions Club 
 
The Challis Lions operate a ski hill that is enjoyed by the area and 
sponsor many youth league sport activities. 
 
Chubbuck Lions Club 
 
The Chubbuck Lions are very active in their community and 
support many great efforts including an annual Special Needs 
Dinner at Christmas for handicapped individuals and their families. 
In addition, the Chubbuck Lions help Santa Claus deliver presents 
to those attending as well as answer letters from children 
throughout the Chubbuck area. They have also helped build the 
Habitat for Humanity House for visually impaired Lavender 
Donnelly and her family in Pocatello. 
 
Downey Lions Club 
 
The Downey Lions run a tree trimming service to raise funds. 
 
Dubois Lions 
 
The Dubois Lions are very active in their community. They started 
and ran the only emergency medical ambulance service for their 
rural county for its first 18 years of service. In addition, the youth 
are well served every summer with swimming lessons. Dubois also 
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has a Hispanic Branch Lions Club that boasts the first organized 
Hispanic Lions Club in Idaho.  Their interests have centered on 
“Intriguing” activities for their children, and get-togethers for the 
adults to help them in learning to take part in their community such 
as with community dances and food booths. 
 
Franklin Lions Club 
 
The Franklin Lions built three picnic shelters for their community 
and are helping to build a county veterans war memorial. 
 
Hamer Lions Club 
 
Hamer Lions joined their community and fire department to create 
a Community Center.  They help and lead the annual Fourth of 
July Celebration. They have also built swing sets at the local 
elementary school. 
 
Idaho Falls Russet Lions Club 
 
The Russet Lions “Noise Park” provides the club its source of 
income to fund well over 100 eyes glass yearly and funds their 
donations for Lions Club International, and Multiple District 39. 
This busy summer weekend activity site is located six miles west 
of Idaho Falls along Hwy 20 featuring stock car races Saturday 
evening and motor cross races all day Saturday and Sunday.   
 
Iona Lions Club 
 
The Iona Lions renovated an old church into Iona Community 
Center and renovated the Iona City Park and built a shelter. 
 
Lava Hot Springs Lions Club 
 
The Lava Hot Springs Lions raise funds through a weekly Bingo 
game that supports the many projects that they do including 
scholarships, building community parks, playground equipment, 
and an annual Bingo fundraiser for Leader Dogs. 
 
Little Lost River Lions Club 
 
The Little Lost River Lions live in a very rural area with a town of 
17 people. They built a community center that also houses the local 
library and has room for family reunions with a kitchen, a 
community park with a picnic shelter, lighted ball field, bleachers, 
playground and restrooms. They also have fun with card parties 
and a muzzleloader competition and sponsored a Little League 
Baseball team. The Little Lost River Lions are currently planting 
trees around the park and community center.

Mackay Lions Club 
 
The Mackay Lions operate a ski hill that is enjoyed by the area. 
They also helped acquire a Tank for a Veterans Memorial. 
 
Malad Lions Club 
 
The Malad Lions created a Welch Music Festival that was a big 
success and will continue well into the future. 
 
Menan-Lewisville Midway Lions Club 
 
The Menan-Lewisville Midway Lions host an annual pancake 
breakfast that supports all of their projects including support of the 
local fire department. 
 
Montpelier Lions Club 
 
The Montpelier Lions projects range from a nursing home 
addition, hospital remodel, Allinger Park Pavilion and ballpark, 
and playground equipment for schools. Current projects are a large 
American Flag for the High School Auditorium, downtown 
renovation and an Oregon Trail Encampment project. 
 
Preston Lions Club 
 
At the “Famous Preston Night Rodeo”, the Preston Lions operate a 
Hamburger Stand as the primary fundraiser for over 50 years.  This 
club is in full support of Youth Programs, a main one being 
construction of their high school’s concession and announcer’s 
stand for their school’s yearly sports events. 
 
Pocatello Scholarship Lions Club 
 
This club’s sole purpose is to raise funds and provide scholarships 
for those in need of higher education. The funds that are raised for 
scholarships come directly through club members dues. This club 
officially meets three times a year at the Mid-Winter Conventions 
for each District and at the Multiple District Convention in May. 
This Lions Club is ideal for those who still want to be involved in 
Lions Clubs, but don’t necessarily have the time or the ability to 
serve at their local level. The scholarships are awarded to the 
following criteria: 
 
ACT/SAT & Grades  20% 
School Involvement  10% 
Civic Involvement  20% 
Need    50% 
 
With the above criteria, our Lions Club Members go into the High 
Schools in their area and receive applications.  Because our Lions 
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Club members are disbursed in many different geographical areas, 
we receive applications from nearly 30 different High Schools, 
averaging nearly 100 applications each year. 
 
Pocatello Sunrise Lions Club 
 
The Pocatello Sunrise Lions spearheaded the effort in building a 
Habitat for Humanity House for visually impaired Lavender 
Donnelly and her family. In addition, they serve a potato bar at the 
Pocatello Marathon and have cooked for the Special Olympics. 
Serving those with special needs and youth are the highlight of the 
projects for this small but very active Lions Club. 
 
Rexburg Lions Club 
 
The Rexburg Lions is active in pet adoption with over 1000 pets 
adopted to date. They have also helped with a shelter at Porter 
Park, a shelter at the golf course and work on the county 
fairgrounds including the stage, grandstand and announcer’s booth. 
They cook the annual breakfast at the Madison County Fair and 
helped raise money for a baby who needed heart surgery. 
 
Rexburg Madison Lions Club 
 
The Rexburg Madison Lions work on many community service 
projects including the Goodfellow Project, the Great Spud Race, 
Picnic in the Park, and ride a float in the 4th of July Parade. 
 
Rigby Lions Club 
 
The Rigby Lions have been busy since 1928 with many building 
projects including water fountains on Main Street, restrooms, 
picnic shelters and main fair building at the fairgrounds, 
playground equipment at Midway School for the handicapped. 
 
Roberts Lions Club 
 
The Roberts Lions use to host the annual Roberts Winter Carnival, 
but the weather has not cooperated. They now host a monthly 
dance in the old Roberts School. 
 
Saint Anthony Lions Club 
 
The Saint Anthony Lions held the annual Christmas Party at the 
Saint Anthony Youth Services Center, helped build a city 
skateboard park and provided many scholarships through its 
involvement with the Junior Miss Program. The Ashton Branch of 
the Saint Anthony Lions help with the Mesa Falls Marathon, 
cooking for the annual Cattle Drive through town, and helping 
with the annual Ashton Dog Sled Derby. 
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Salmon Lions Club 
 
Salmon Lions work on projects to help their Youth.  Living in a 
rather isolated area they were pleased to bring in other club 
members help in screening Elementary Students eyes each year.   
 
Soda Springs Lions Club 
 
The Soda Springs Lions have sponsored the Junior Miss 
Competition for Caribou County and have provided many 
scholarships to Soda Springs High School students. On every 
Fourth of July the Soda Spring Lions cook the breakfast and lunch. 
They have also worked on many community betterment projects 
including a drinking fountain, public restrooms and bleachers in 
the city park. Support for Leader Dogs is important to this club and 
they have sponsored several Future Leader Dogs for Leader Dogs 
for the Blind.  
 
Twin Buttes Lions Club 
 
The Twin Butte Lions raised the funds for a young lady, Leone 
Cagle, to have a much need surgery to replace her worn mandible 
(jaw) joint to allow her to grow into the wonderful young lady she 
is today. The Sight and Hearing Foundation as well as Lions Clubs 
in Texas helped to raise the $300,000 needed for the surgery. 
 
West Jefferson Lions Club 
 
The West Jefferson Lions have been a fixture in their rural 
community with building scoreboards and installing lights at 
football and baseball fields, donating land for a senior citizen 
center, holding relief fundraisers for families in need and 
rebuilding a house that had burnt to the ground. They have also 
provided an ice rink in winter and a community picnic with a talent 
show in the summer.  
 
Westside Lions Club 
 
The Westside Lions (originally the Clifton Lions) built the Clifton 
Moyle Community Center and helped with the Clifton City Park. 
 
District 39W Projects 
 
The 39 W Lions are very active in all of their communities. The 
Hope House in Marsing has been a long standing project.  In 
December of 2005, with the help of a grant from Lions Clubs 
International and community businesses, 39W Lions helped build a 
School for the children at Hope House and support them with 
funds, clothing, food and school supplies. 39W Lions are working 
with Zoo Boise in brining African animals to the Zoo and are in 
the process of helping to build the viewing area for the Lions in the 
African Village. 
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Adrian Lions Club 
 
The Adrian Lions raise funds through an annual Duck Race and 
Duck Dance with the funds used for food baskets, the Nyssa Food 
Pantry, and yard work for the elderly. 
 
Boise Bench Lions Club 
 
The Boise Bench Lions are a large and very active club that donate 
and sponsor Hope House in Marsing, Corpus Christie House, Mary 
Haven House and the Boise Rescue Mission. In addition, the Boise 
Bench Lions have worked with many organizations for the sight, 
hearing, and physically disabled including Live Inc., and New 
Chapter Book Club. They are helping to sponsor the Learning 
Center at Zoo Boise and its out of Africa Village. The Boise Bench 
Lions raise funds through golf tournaments (Hit the Jackpot Sight 
and Hearing Fundraiser, Eagle Hills, and the Winston Churchill 
Memorial). They also sponsor the Boise’s Best Antique Show.  
 
Boise Capital Lions Club 
 
Boise Capital Lions help with vision screening during the Special 
Olympics, and provide breakfast and lunch for the Boise Optimist 
Football players and families.  In addition, they hold an annual 
scholarship barbeque, and operate ring toss booths and putting 
greens at community events. 
 
Boise Host Lions Club 
 
The Boise Host Lions initiated the project to bring lions to Zoo 
Boise. They also park cars at the Art in the Park event. 
 
Boise Riverside Lions Club 
 
The Boise Riverside Lions have been very active with their youths 
and seniors in and around Garden City with the Ada County Boys 
and Girls Club and Senior Citizen Center with support and 
donation of computers. They hold the annual “Artistry in Wood” 
art auction. They built a Lions Park in Ada County. They have 
helped sponsor the Hope House and the Special Olympics through 
the Lions Club International – Special Olympics Opening Eyes 
Program 
 
Boise Vista Lions Club

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IDAHO COMMISSION FOR THE BLIND AND 
VISUALLY IMPAIRED 
 
The Idaho Commission for the Blind and Visually Impaired 
(ICBVI) is a federally funded state agency. The agency assists 
blind and visually impaired persons to achieve independence by 
providing education, developing work skills, increasing self-
confidence and helping them remain employed or prepare for 
employment. ICBVI provides services for persons who are legally 
blind, functionally blind or in danger of blindness. 
 
Rehabilitation Services 
 
A case manager will assist in customizing services that will be 
most helpful. Services provided may include vocational guidance, 
assessment and counseling; vocational and academic training, 
books, tuition, equipment and supplies; job placement and follow-
up for success; assistance in setting up small businesses; medical 
assistance as deemed appropriate; independent living services and 
supplies; and home instruction in alternative techniques  
 
Independent Living Services 
 
ICBVI provides specially designed services for people of all ages 
who are experiencing vision loss. These services may include 
home counseling, instruction in alternative techniques, peer 
support groups and various low vision services. 
 
Sight Restoration/Blindness Prevention 
 
To preserve, stabilize or restore vision, ICBVI, along with other 
state agencies, often can provide financial assistance for medical 
costs to qualified individuals.  
 
Business Enterprise Program 
 
This program makes it possible for blind individuals to be 
financially independent and earn a living through the management 
and operation of small businesses located in public buildings. 
 
Summer Programs for Youth 
 
In order to help blind and visually impaired young people to 
become self-sufficient adults, we offer specialized programs, 
which emphasize independence, work experience and college 
preparation. 
 
Assessment and Training Center 
 
The ATC in Boise provides intensive instruction in skills needed 
for a blind or visually impaired person to participate fully in the 
mainstream of society. The Center’s goal is to provide training, 
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which will allow the individual to perform any task, on the job or 
at home, as well as his/her sighted peers. Instruction is available in 
activities of daily living, Braille and communications, industrial 
arts, keyboard and computer, orientation and mobility/cane travel. 
 
Low Vision Evaluation 
 
A low vision evaluation may be performed by an optometrist at the 
ICBVI Low Vision Clinic or by an instructor in the home. A 
variety of devices will be tried to assist individuals to make the 
most of their remaining vision. 
 
The ICBVI Store 
 
There are ICBVI Stores located in Boise and all regional offices, 
which stock many items, including magnifiers and talking, large 
print and Braille devices.  
 
Radio Reading, Taping & Braille Services 
 
ICBVI coordinates volunteers who broadcast the reading of the 
Idaho Statesman on the radio, and produce reading materials on 
tape or in Braille for persons with special reading needs.

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IDAHO COUNCIL FOR THE DEAF AND HARD 
OF HEARING 
 
The Council for the Deaf and Hard of Hearing is a State agency 
governed by nine members appointed by the Governor.  The 
Council’s Executive Director and Executive Assistant provide an 
information and assistance service for persons who are deaf or hard 
of hearing.  The Council provides information about hearing aids, 
TTYs, amplifying telephones, alerting devices and other 
equipment to assist persons who are deaf or hard of hearing.  The 
Council provided assistive devices to seven assistive device 
demonstration and loan centers throughout the state.  These centers 
allow individuals to try out and/or borrow equipment on a short-
term basis.  These centers also provide and process applications to 
assist people to purchase assistive devices through the grant funded 
equipment program offered by the Council 
 
The Council publishes a quarterly newsletter and has published 
brochures regarding the rights of people who are deaf or hard of 
hearing, under the American’s with Disabilities Act.  The 
brochures explain how to request assistive devices and other 
assistance with communication in employment, public places and 
services, government services and medical offices.  Copies of the 
newsletters and brochures are available on the Council’s Web site 
or may be ordered from the Council.  The Council also provides 
consultation and training to assist employers, agencies, and 
businesses to determine how to provide communication access for 
persons who are deaf or hard of hearing. 
 
The Council, in collaboration with other agencies, created the 
Idaho Newborn Hearing Screening Consortium in 1995.  In March 
of 2000, approximately 78% of babies in Idaho were born in 
hospitals with screening programs.  In April of 2000, the Council 
received a federal grant for Early Hearing Detection and 
Intervention, and now 98% of newborns are being screened.  The 
Council provides follow-up services to track all babies referred for 
diagnostic testing to ensure that infants with a hearing loss are 
provided early intervention services.
