Weiser Lions new officers with VDG Laura  
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I am now officially your District Governor.  

Everyone tells me it is “your year”.  The realty is, it 
is “our year”.  I will only be as successful as DG as 
each club is successful. 

I bring your greetings from Lion International 
President Mahendra Amarasuriya.  His theme is 
“Challenge to Change”.  It is evident that the only 
thing that is constant in this day and age is 
“change”.  The speaker at our DG training, Deepak 
Chopra, a physician, pointed out that we are not the 
same physically now as we were when we got up in 
the morning.  Our body cells are ever changing.  He 
used the analogy that cells that do not change 
become cancerous and can kill the rest of the body.  
Organizations that fail to look at change also die 
because of failure to accept the possibility of 
change. 

I feel very fortunate to be in a district that is 
stable in growth and not declining.  Some district 
governors are experiencing elimination of districts 
in a multiple.  If we continue to add younger 
members and women, we will continue to replace 
ourselves just as cells replace themselves. 

I have some goals for our district.  First, our 
presidents and secretaries need to be trained for 
some of the changes coming down from LCI.  
Although, reports will still be accepted in written 
form, time can be saved at both ends if secretaries 
are trained to submit reports electronically.  The 
system may not be perfect, but it is improving.  As 
an example, when I left for the DG training and the 
convention on June 24th we still had over half a 
dozen clubs that has not submitted their officers for 
2007-2008.  This can be done electronically very 
quickly.  Secretaries, you will be or already have 
received a password from LCI to submit reports by 
computer.  Put this number with your minutes or 
reports so that it is available.  Presidents need to 
know how to evaluate their club activities and make 
changes as needed.  The process could be 
revealing. 

Growth is always a goal.  My goal is above 
and beyond that of our International President.

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 His goal is for 20,000 member net growth.  
That translates to less than 10 for our district.  My 
goal is to have three new clubs plus that 10 growth 
for 70 new members.  I think this is realistic.  We 
had growth this year and the past 5 years we have 
had some growth and have lost some members.  
My goal is to reduce the dropouts by 10 percent.  
On average we bring in around a 150 new 
members each year and we lose about 150 
members.  If we can reduce our losses we will 
make our goal of growth with three new clubs. 

I have an energetic goal of adding 10 LEO 
Clubs in our district.  I encourage each club to 
appoint a committee to begin finding a counselor, 
special education teacher, principal, school nurse 
or teacher in our high schools and junior high 
schools to be an advisor to the club.  Information 
can be obtained from the LCI website.  With the 
World Special Olympics coming to Boise in 2009, 
we have 2 years to gather youth help in the form of 
a LEO club for this activity.  Youth relate very well 
with the disadvantaged. 

When we can accomplish these goals, I will 
feel “Our Year” has been successful. Don’t forget, 
“Lions Get-R-Done”.  I appreciate all you do for 
your communities.

Special Olympics Club International Opening Eyes 
 

The mission of Special Olympics is to provide year round sports training and athletic competition in a variety of 
Olympic-type sports for all children and adults with mental retardation, giving them continuing opportunities to 
develop physical fitness, demonstrate courage, experience joy and participate in a sharing of gifts, skills, 
friendship with their families, other special athletes and the community.  The concept of Special Olympics 
began in the early 1960's when Eunice Kennedy Shriver started a day camp for 100 local children with mental 
retardation at her home in Rockville, Maryland.  From that experience it was clear that people with mental 
retardation were far more capable in sports and physical activities than many experts believed.  In the summer 
of 1968 Mrs. Shriver and the Chicago Park District organized the first Special Olympic Games, which were 
held at Chicago's Soldier Field.  One thousand athletes from the United States and Canada competed. 
  
For the eighth consecutive year Special Olympics Lions Clubs International Opening Eyes has been 
accomplished with the help of the Idaho Lions Clubs and the Idaho Optometric Physicians.  This year the event 
was held in Boise, Idaho at Capital High School July 7th 2007 (07-07-07).  There were 114 Special Olympic 
Athletes screened during the Opening Eyes event.  With the help of their local Lions Clubs 26 athletes will 
receive regular eyewear, 26 athletes will receive prescription sport frames and lenses, an additional 24 athletes 
received sports frames with plano lenses, and 78 athletes received UV protective sunglasses.  There were 10 
athletes referred to their local eye doctor for follow up care for glaucoma, cataracts, and diabetic retinopathy. 
  
The 2007 Special Olympics World Games will be held in Shanghai, People's Republic of China the 2nd through 
the 11th of October.  This event will mark the first time the World Summer Games will be held in Asia and only 
the second time they will be held outside the United States.  In addition to almost 7,500 athletes, Special 
Olympics expects the 2007 World Summer Games to draw 40,000 volunteers, 3,500 event officials and 
thousands of families, volunteers, spectators and journalists from every continent.
