This will help them remember 
and will help you bond with those Lions. 
  
3.  Send out a survey to all club members and get their input on club meetings, projects and fund raisers.  There are new 
surveys on www.lionsclubs.org type in Retention in the search and there are 4 new surveys you can use in your club. 
  
4.  Use a creative way to let club members know that you miss them and need them.  It is important that we continually 
change our approach as our membership dynamics change.

Put ICE on your Cell Phone? 
 
Most of us carry our cell phones with names and 
numbers stored in its memory. But nobody, other than 
us, knows which of these numbers belongs to our closest 
family member or who should be notified in case of an 
accident. The EMS people attending us would have our 
cell phone but wouldn't know whom to call. Yes, there 
are dozens of numbers stored but who is the contact 
person in case of an emergency? 
  
Hence the "ICE" (In Case of Emergency) Campaign.  
The concept of "ICE" is catching on quickly. All you 
need to do is store the number of a person who should be 
contacted in an emergency under the name "ICE". 
  
The idea was thought up by a paramedic who found that 
when he went to the scenes of accidents, there were 
always cell phones with the victims, but he didn't know 
which number to call.  He therefore thought that it would 
be a good idea if there was a nationally recognized name 
for this purpose. In an emergency situation, First 
Responders and hospital staff would be able to quickly 
contact the right person by simply dialing the number 
you have stored as "ICE." 
  
For more than one contact name simply enter ICE1, 
ICE2 and ICE3, etc. 
  
This is a great idea that will make a difference!  Let's 
spread the concept of ICE by storing an ICE number in 
our cell phones today!  It really could save your life, or 
put a loved one’s mind at rest.  ICE will speak for you 
when you are not able to.

Young II – 46 yrs Floyd Evans – 47 yrs and Louie Pfleger for 50 yrs.  Lion Olie 
Olsen was also presented with a desk set for being our club photographer for at 
least 17 yrs. 

Boise Capital Lions The Boise Capital Lions Club has been busy since the start of the Lion Year planning for 
the various events that we will be sponsoring during the year.  The Fishing Derby 
Committee has held several planning meetings for the spring derby.  Lion VDG Laura has 
been on a busy schedule of visitations and functions.  She continues to contribute greatly 
to the Capital club’s activities as well as participating in events with other clubs.

Burley Sage Lions The Burley Sage Lions began the annual Eye Screening  of local Cassia county 
school children in cooperation with the Burley Lions and the Burley High School 
Leo club.  
Our club is also working with the Leo club in their Sight Night project by providing 
eye glass collection boxes and advertising assistance.  This goal of this project is 
to collect as many eye glasses as possible from local businesses and residents on 
or before 10-31-2007.

We had a full schedule as we did a high-ay litter pick-up, donated money to both 
the Washington DC Group called “Project Graduation”, and Boy Scout Troop 323.  
We also donated 106 pairs of glasses and 15 cases of coke for the Emmett High 
School Homecoming Tailgate Party.   We put on a hamburger/hotdog feed and a 
pancake breakfast for the MS 150 Bike-a-thon.

Entrepreneurs" (EYE) club for his work with the kids demonstrating how 
to “make the most of what you have” and “how to get to the head of the pack”.  
A memorial held on Freeze Out Hill by the American Legion post #49 gave Lions 
Floyd Brown, Chuck Rolland and Carlos Bilbao the honor of reading the names of 
the Idahoans killed in the terrorist attack on the Pentagon September 11th, 2001.    
The Gem Lions gave 12 pairs of glasses this month but we have a big month 
coming up with our Sight Night again this year. The youth group Starfish Coalition 
will be working with Lion Marlene Pittman on gathering glasses from between 35-
40 businesses. 

Gooding Lions Our annual Picnic was held on September 10, 2007, with 16 members and 8 
guests present.  Our special guest was DG Darrell Hatfield and his wife Jan.  DG 
Darrell inducted the officers for the coming year.  
Final plans were made at our regular meeting on 9-24-07 for our roadside pickup.
