The 2009 Special Olympics Winter Games will be conducting a warm up in 2008 involving over 500 athletes
from 85 nations and is looking for volunteers. Opening Eyes will also be conducted during the 2008 edition of
the games from February 25th to February 28th. In order to help with Opening Eyes, volunteers need to
register with the Special Olympics and be fingerprinted. There will be a training session prior to the event and
a walk through of the venue. Opening Eyes will be done in conjunction with the Healthy Athletes event at the
BSU Student Union. You can fill out an application on line at www.2009worldgames.org or go to the volunteer
office at 30th and Main in Boise (3150 W. Main, Boise). At the present time, fingerprinting hours are 11:30 am
to 2 PM on Monday, Wednesday and Friday and 4 PM to 6 PM on Tuesday and Thursday. However, if you
cannot make during those hours, they can probably accommodate you. The Special Olympics should be
getting additional fingerprint machines in the future and times and location for fingerprinting may be expanded.

The invitational will run all the events
and is being conducted to provide organizers with a
walk through of what will come in 2009. Because
we are hosting countries from all over the world,
Homeland Security will be a factor. All volunteers
will be thoroughly screened with a 3 page
application, finger printing and training. Right now
we have more questions than answers, but we will
need to have volunteers identified by the first of the
year.

I will be working closely with Lion Jack
Zarybnisky on the Healthy Athletes and Open Eyes
projects we have been involved with in our State
Special Olympics. Major changes are that the
games will take place during the week (3 days,
Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday) rather on the
weekend.

November is National Diabetes
Awareness Month

Diabetes is serious, common, and costly, yet
controllable and preventable disease and is one of
the leading causes of death and disability in the
United States. It affects an estimated 74.8 million
Americans, or one in three adults, of whom 54
million have pre-diabetes, 14.6 million have been
diagnosed with diabetes, and 6.2 million are
undiagnosed and at risk for disabling and life
threatening diabetes complications. Worldwide,
diabetes currently affects 246 million people and is
expected to affect 380 million by 2025. Diabetes is
the fourth leading cause of global death by disease.
Diabetic retinopathy is the leading cause of vision
loss in adults of working age (20 — 65 years) in
industrialized countries.

LCI established the Diabetes Awareness Program
to assist Lions in conducting and supporting local
and large-scale efforts leading to the control and
treatment of diabetes and its complications through
education, prevention and control and research.
Lions have worked with community healthcare
organizations to provide diabetes screenings,
educational programs and funding, camps, and
other assistance to people with diabetes.

LCI and NDEP (National Diabetes Education
Program) are partnering together to make a
difference in diabetes prevention and control
and raise the public’s awareness of this
growing world epidemic.

Let’s Not Forget!

Back in September of 2005, on the first day of school, Martha Cothren, a social studies school teacher at
Robinson High School in Little Rock, did something not to be forgotten.

On the first day of school, with the permission of the school superintendent, the principal and the building
supervisor, she removed all of the desks out of her classroom. When the first period kids entered the room
they discovered that there were no desks.

Looking around, confused, they asked, "Ms. Cothren, where're our desks?"

She replied, "You can't have a desk until you tell me what you have done to earn the right to sit at a desk."
They thought, "Well, maybe it's our grades."

"No," she said. "Maybe it's our behavior."

She told them, "No, it's not even your behavior." And so, they came and went, the first period, second period,
third period. There were still no desks in the classroom. By early afternoon television news crews had started
gathering in Ms. Cothren's classroom to report about this crazy teacher who had taken all the desks out of her
room. The final period of the day came and as the puzzled students found seats on the floor of the desk-less
classroom.

Martha Cothren said, "Throughout the day no one has been able to tell me just what he/she has done to earn
the right to sit at the desks that are ordinarily found in this classroom. Now | am going to tell you."

At this point, Martha Cothren went over to the door of her classroom and opened it. Twenty-seven (27) U.S.
Veterans, all in uniforms, walked into that classroom, each one carrying a school desk.

The Vets began placing the school desks in rows, and then they would walk over and stand alongside the wall.
By the time the last soldier had set the final desk in place those kids started to understand, perhaps for the
first time in their lives, just how the right to sit at those desks had been earned. Martha said, "You didn't earn
the right to sit at these desks. These heroes did it for you. They placed the desks here for you. Now, it's up to
you to sit in them. It is your responsibility to learn, to be good students, to be good citizens. They paid the price
so that you could have the freedom to get an education. Don't ever forget it."

By the way, this is a true story....

Fellow Lions,

During these past months, | have encountered
several situations that | felt needed to be
addressed. First of all, | wanted to tell you how
great it feels to be a part of the world’s largest
service organization. Just the knowledge of all
these people volunteering to serve boggles the
mind.  All too often we forget we are volunteers
and our fellow Lions are volunteers. We need to
pat ourselves on the back from time to time.

When working on a project, we need to remember
“teamwork” gets the job done. When we agree to
chair a specific part of a project, we have to ask
ourselves “can we do it, or do we need more help”
before we take on that project. Why? Because,
when we agree to perform certain tasks, we'’re
being counted on to complete those tasks; so if we
don’t do our “job”, then the overall project could fail.

We need to
show our passion for what we do, and hope that
passion is contagious.
