On September 22, 2007 the Mountain Home Vision Team departed for Quito, Ecuador. The team was fulfilling 
Helen Keller’s challenge and became “Knights of the Blind in the Crusade against darkness”. The team 
consisted of Dr. Nathan Price, Dr. Jeffery Gibbons, Katy Hand and Jenny Call (opthmalic technicians), Jamie 
Bonafe(optician), Paula Heath, Jalen Gibbons and Tyson Gibbons(volunteers)  They returned to Mountain 
Home  September 30, 2007.  
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During their trip they accomplished the following: 
 

·  They served approximately 1300 patients in 5 clinic days around Quito, Ecuador. 
·  They had clinics in 5 different areas outside of Quito where primary eye care services were not 

available. 
·  They took over 1500 pairs of glasses donated to the Lions Club and they also purchased an additional 

250 pairs of reading glasses in Ecuador. 
·  Their clinical services included visual acuity, retinoscopy to determine prescription, slit lamp evaluation 

and retinal evaluation.  
·  They referred  ocular disease and surgical cases to local(Ecuador) Lions Club and Foundation Vista 

Para Todos( Foundation Vision for Everyone) 
·  They visited schools and donated supplies (pencils, paper,markers, crayons, toothbrushes/toothpaste) 

and gifts to school children. 
 
Their mission was made possible by the generous people of Mountain Home and Idaho. The following people 
and organization donated to this mission: 
 
·         Allied Waste(pencils),  Children’s organization from the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day 
Saints(crayons, coloring books, markers, colored pencils, toys), Dr. John Goodrich(toothbrushes), Dr. Terry 
Hall & Dr. Troy Stevens(toothbrushes, toothpaste), Dr. Mark Hollingshead(sunglasses, hats, medical supplies) 
 
·         Monetary Grants and Donations came from the Mountain Home Lions Club ($2500), Lions Sight and 
Hearing Foundation ($750), Cox Autobody ($500), Rich and Kim Sykes ($500). 
 
The total cost for their Humanitarian Mission to Ecuador was $12,500. The individual team members paid the 
balance of the cost not covered by the generous donations.

Just a note to update you regarding District 36-0. 
 
 1.  This morning I requested a $10,000 emergency 
grant from LCIF and received it within 20 minutes. 
 2.   Thursday morning Lions will be gathering a convoy 
of trucks to deliver supplies to one of our hard hit areas, 
Vernonia.   We have nearly 3,000 gallons of water and 
over 500 pounds of cleaning supplies.  Local clubs have 
already donated over $2,000 to the effort.  We have had 
trucks donated.  District 36-R will be bringing supplies as 
well. 
3.  We will be working on this effort for the next two 
weeks at least.  Another project will be to provide toys at 
Christmas time for those clubs in the hard hit areas.  We 
also plan to collect school supplies for Vernonia which 
will not restart school until January. 
 
I am so proud to be a Lion with the GREAT effort by 
Lions Clubs and individual Lions in District 36-0 and our 
Multiple.
