LCI New Suspension Policy 

 
In July, 2006 the LCI Board of Directors approved a 
new policy effective July 1, 2007 that affects Clubs  
that have not paid their club balances on time.  The 
new policy is as follows: 
 
A Club which has an unpaid balance in excess of 
US $20 per member or US $1,000 per club, 
whichever is less, outstanding past 150 days will be 
automatically suspended including charter, rights, 
privileges, and obligations of the Lions Club for a 
period not to exceed 90 days.  In the event, the 
Club does not reach a good standing within the 
suspension period: their charter would be 
automatically cancelled. 
 
Suspension is the temporary deferment of the 
charter, rights, privileges and obligations of a Lions 
club due to an unpaid balance. 
 
Clubs on suspension shall not: 
 

·  Conduct service activities 
·  Conduct fund raising activities 
·  Participate in district and multiple district 

functions or seminars 
·  Participate in any voting procedures outside 

the club 
·  Endorse or nominate a candidate for district, 

multiple district or International Office 

·  Submit Monthly Membership Report and 
report forms 

·  Sponsor a Lions club, or organize a Leo or 
a Lioness club 

 
Clubs on suspension shall: 
 

·  Hold meetings to discuss the future of the 
club and identify the steps needed to regain 
an active status. 

·  May payments to clear the existing 
outstanding balance, or request a payment 
plan. 

 
This new policy has serious consequences for 
clubs that are in arrears in paying their club 
balances.  In addition, Clubs will not be considered 
in Good Status unless the membership is billed for 
the full annual per-capita and the balance is 
received with no more than $50 under 90 days old.
