LIONS CLUB INTERNATIONAL
MD 39 COUNCIL MEETING

The Lions Club International MD 39 Meeting
was held in Twin Falls on Saturday August 25,
2007. One of the first orders of business was
the approval of the 2007-2008 proposed
budget presented by Council Chairman, Ron
Zimmerman.

Several committee chairmen gave short
reports such as:

PDG Bob Flowers-Extension Chair:  The
following are target clubs for extension this
year: Wendell, Hagerman, New Plymouth &
Pocatello.

Lion Jay Lugo-Sight Conservation:
people were helped thru the personnel
assistance program for $65,000 and thirty
hearing aids were provided. In 2007-2008 the
goal is to help 100 people with the same
$65,000 by getting discounts from providers.
There is a new application for personal
assistance that was distributed at the meeting.
It is also available via the ILC website at
http://www.idaholions.org/pages/PA _App.htm
Applicants who are over 18years of age will be
eligible to receive assistance only once per
lifetime. Those under 18 years of age will be
reviewed on a case by case basis. Applicants
will be screened according to the Federal wage
guidelines, which mean that they must be at or
below 125% of the poverty level. They must
provide a tax return or pay stub for verifications
purposes. Additionally, the only fees that will
be paid are those that are charged on day of
delivery of services.

MSU drivers are needed. If the drivers are
under 70 years of age all that is needed is a
copy of their driver’s license. If they are over

Fifty
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70 years of age, the applicants will need a
physical to be approved.

The suggestion was made that the Idaho
Monopoly games could be sold at events that
have the MSU. It was further suggested that
the games could be sold in malls, schools,
retail outlets or by local Leo Clubs. All
members were reminded that if a club sells fifty
games, $300 of that money goes back to your
club coffers.

Lion George Brishin-Leo Chair:  Lion George
reported that District 39W wants ten new Leo
clubs this year. He encouraged local Lion’s
clubs to get involved in local schools and
contact faculty advisors and or school nurses
to become a member of their club as a way to
encourage the formation of new Leo clubs.
Lion George stated that he would assist
anyone that needs his assistance in this
endeavor.

39W DG Darrell Hatfield: DG Darrell reported
that he and his cabinet secretary/treasurer,
Brad Cottom have had numerous challenges in
getting the directory published. He indicated,
however, that it is now at the publishers and
should be available for distribution sometime
the first week of September.

DG Datrrell also reported the district convention
will be February 8-9 2008 at “CSI” (College of
Southern Idaho) and the theme will be “Tie
One On For Lions” . The Twin Falls club has
offered to be the convention sponsor and ID
Bill Hanson will be our international guest
speaker. Attempts are still being made to
obtain another speaker, hopefully from the
Leader Dogs.

On another not both DG Darrell and PDG Bob
Flowers stated that they will not be candidates
for Council Chairman for next year. This
announcement will give time for others that are
gualified, to make a decision or whether or not
to run.

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WISCONSIN LIONS HELP IRAQI GIRL GAIN HER SIGHT

Dear Past International Presidents and Past International Directors,

There is a wonderful story unfolding in Wisconsin that | wanted to share with you, and also let you know that ABC World
News is scheduled to do a feature on this TONIGHT, Tues, Aug 28 on their news broadcast (the broadcast starts at
6:30EDT).

About a year ago, an American Army Sergeant stationed in Iraq came to know an Iraqi family. The 7-year-old girl had
been legally blind almost since birth. Doctors in Iraq had examined her and told the family there was nothing that could be
done.

The Sergeant, from a small town in Northern Wisconsin, remembered the Lions Club from his hometown, and how the
Lions were involved in helping the blind and vision impaired. He contacted his parents, who in turn contacted their local
Lions Club in Crandon, WI.

The Lions went to work. They raised money, contacted the Wisconsin Eye Hospital in Wausau, WI. Finally, with help
from the U.S. Army, LCIF, and LCI - the dream became a reality. The 7 year old - Zahraa and her grandmother arrived in
Wisconsin last week. The girl was examined by an eye surgeon (himself a Lion), and she is undergoing corneal
transplant surgery this morning, with corneas donated by the Wisconsin Lions Eye Bank.

We have had significant media interest. As | mentioned in the first paragraph, the story will run nationwide this evening on
ABC World News. The story will also run on NBC Nightly News, Good Morning America, and possibly The Today Show -
dates to be determined.
