NEWS AROUND DISTRICT 39W

The Club purchased two Melvin Jones Fellowships, one for Lee Barton & one for Edwin Marshall &
one Hallock-Wehmann award for Lee Barton and one Life Membership for Bill Stith for a total of
$3000.00. 1996 pairs of glasses were processed this quarter in addition to 250 sun glasses, 300 pair
were sent to Peru with Lions Brady and Frisons for "Doctors without limits" and 5000 were sent to
Mozambique. The Club purchased 5 pairs of glass/exams for $344.74.The Club collected 277 pairs
of used glasses. Our 59th Charter Party was attended by 49 Lions including the District Governor
Shirley Hazen and Ed and 1st V.D.G. Pat Brown and Jolene Uyeki. The Club lost 6 members this
month for various reasons. Connie Barton volunteered at the Boise Rescue Mission.

Lion members were active in planning for a new fund raising event involving the Corn Toss game.
Six eyeglasses and examinations were approved and $3,496.65 in food coupons were collected and
sent to military families overseas. Thirty-eight pairs of eyeglasses and 2 hearing aids were delivered
to the Eye Bank this month. Members also continue to collect aluminum pull tabs and cell phones
which are delivered on a regular basis to the Ronald McDonald Charities. Four new members have
joined our club in the month of April.

HELEN KELLER DAY:

June 1stis HELEN KELLER DAY ...she was born June 23, 1880 in Tuscumbia, Georgia.

Lion Helen is one of the most highly recognized women in the world. In 1999 Gallup listed her as one of the most widely
admired people of the 20th century.

She overcame incredible odds , including being a woman at that time in our country's history.

Lion Helen is the recipient of the Presidential Medal of Honor, one of the highest American Awards that can be bestowed
on a civilian.

She was an author, famous speaker and lecturer, political activist for Women's Rights , rights of those with disabilities and
advocate of birth control and championed many other societal issues.

She became the first blind graduate of Radcliff.

Mark Twain said " Helen Keller is a fellow to Caesar,Alexander, Napoleon, Homer, Shakespeare and the rest of the
immortals...she will be as famous a thousand years from now as she is today".

She single handedly changed the course of Lionism forever when she challenged us "to become Knights of the blind and
crusaders against darkness".
