Boise Bench Lions Three Bench Lions attended the International Convention in Milwaukee and C.C.Gary 
D'Orazio came back an International Director.  30 Lions met him and his wife Linda at the 
Boise Airport upon his arrival.  Several Bench Lions were in the 4th of July Parade.  New 
C.C.Bob Flowers inducted the new officers of Boise Bench on 07-01-09. Lions Dan and 
Patty Frison aided the Special Olympics for 6 hours.  Lions Happy & Olie Olsen and Gary 
D'Orazio attended meetings at the Job Corp Leos.  Several Leos are volunteering to 
search today for the missing 8 year old boy.  The Club purchased 4 pair of glasses and 
exams for $162.18 reaching our $3000 for the fiscal year.  Seven Lions brought in 989 pr 
of glasses and spent 30 1/2 hours sorting and packaging.  Lion Dick Fisk received his 40 
yr chevron from C.C.Bob Flowers.  As of 7-1-09 Dick Fisk has retired from Bench Lions.  
On the 21st of July Tom Young's wife of 66 yrs. passed away. Her funeral was attended 
July 27th by many Lions both from the Bench Club and other Clubs as well. 

Boise Host Lions July 10: A list of eyeglass boxes was distributed and members were asked to update the 
list. Planning for our annual Art in the Park parking project in September is under way. 
This is a major fund raiser for the club. July 17: Director Jay Lugo presented a video "A 
Day in the Life of the Foundation". Very worthwhile, especially to us new Lions! He stated 
that last year 65,000 eye glasses were recycled, donation are still good, and all donations 
support the programs - zero goes to administration. 211 Care Line refers people in need of 
exams and glasses to the clubs following a list and rotating through it. There was 
discussion of possibly streamlining the application and qualification process. This Director 
Jay told us that Eye Mark Express, Dr. Barnes, will do the exam and provide glasses for 
$70, then bill the Club.  Total Vision, Dr. Murray, charges $100, but will accept one check, 
instead of two, which would also help simplify the process. Final plans were completed for 
the club summer picnic on August 1 at Lion Mario Salinas' home.
