Boise Bench Lions It took 13 hours for Lions Lavon, Jan and Jeannette Shelton and Dan Frison to 
install eight 10# fire extinguishers in the Garden City Charter School which the 
Club purchased for $250. Lion Stevie Packard turned in $366 for S & H 
Foundation from the sale of broken gold filled eye glasses and other parts. Lions 
Curt Kelley and Conor Madden worked 4 hours for "Lite the Nite" as street guards 
for the Vista Lions Club.

Food Bank in the past month. Members promoted and conducted the annual 
Peace Poster Contest with several children from the Garden City Boise and Girls 
Club. Six applications for eye exams and glasses were approved. Coupons 
continue to collect for service families located at the Ramstein Air Base and 
members are also accumulating aluminum pull tabs for donation to the Ronald 
McDonald House Charities.  

These are held at Falcon Tavern, 
downtown Boise, 3rd Thursday of the month at 5:30 p.m. the Photo Screening 
project targets kids under 6 years old. Pictures are taken of children's eyes, 
submitted to a doctor to determine if there is any eye disease that needs follow 
up.  

Boise Special Olympics Lions On November 24th at 6:30pm at Casa Mexico 10332 W. Fairview Ave., Boise, we 
will have a presentation to the Special Olympics for the proceeds from the 
Haunted House, as well as recognize businesses and individuals who donated to 
the project.

Caldwell The Caldwell Lions Club donated $1500 to the Canyon County Festival of Trees 
for Meals on Wheels. Donations provide 20 meals locally for every $100 donated.

Brad Hoagland, a spokesman 
from Senator Richeôs DC office spoke on how the Senator is representing us in 
the nationôs Capitol. Four young FFA ladies on their way to the National FFA 
convention needed just a little extra financial help from us, plus they shared their 
hopes and dreams of the future for them as farmers, everything from cattle 
judging to welding as future careers.

Foundation Seeing Increased Needs, Seeks Your Help in 
Fu ndraising  

 

To All Lions,  

 The Idaho / E. Oregon Lions Sight and Hearing Foundation is asking for your help in raising funds for the 

foundation. The foundation is sponsoring a contest for the Lion that raises the most funds. The foundation is 

anticipating an increase in Personal Assistance for sight and hearing conservation services due to budget cuts to 

the state Medicaid Program. In addition, due to budget cuts by the state government, the Idaho School for the 

Deaf and Blind will not continue with their summer camp programs. For the Lion that raises the most funds for 

the foundation, they will receive two tickets to see the Washington Redskins play next season along with two 

round trip plan tickets on Southwest Airlines to Washington, DC. 

   

The foundation has been experiencing an increasing amount of requests for Personal Assistance for sight and 

hearing conservation services beyond the abilities of local Lions Clubs. Our procedures for Personal Assistance 

include filling out the form, available on the web site idaholions.org and having a rejection letter from Health 

and Welfare for Medicaid, which is run by the state government. The state government is experiencing 

increasing difficulties and is cutting its budgets in all areas and is forecasting to run out of money for Medicaid 

considerably short of the end of the fiscal year end. This means that the foundation will see more rejections and 

more emergency applications to prevent blindness.  

   

The foundation has voted to sponsor a "Family Summer Camp for the Blind" next summer. The Idaho School 

for the Deaf and Blind use to sponsor several summer camps for the Blind and Deaf that have been dropped due 

to budget cuts by the state government. If you would like to help in the inaugural "Family Summer Camp for 

the Blind", please contact Lion Ramona Walhof who is organizing a committee to run the first camp.
