                                        of the clubs of the District may be called by a two - thirds vote  
                                        of the District Cabinet at such time and place as they shall  
                                        determine; provided that such Special Convention shall conclude  
                                        no less than 30 days prior to the convening date of the International  
                                        Convention and that such Special Convention shall not be convened  
                                        for the election of the district governor, first vice district governor  
                                        or second vice district governor.   Written notice of the S pecial  
                                        Convention setting forth the time, place and purpose thereof, shall  
                                        be provided to each club in the District  by the District Cabinet  
                                        Secretary, no less than 30 days prior to the convening date of  
                                        the Special Convention.  
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Another Important Correction  
 
Please note, on page 171 of the District 39W By-Laws, a typographical error has been made.  Article 1, Section 8 ñFund 
Taxò is partially incorrect.  Please delete the dollar amounts, and add the following correction:   
ñSection 8. FUND TAX.  In lieu of or in addition to a multiple district convention registration fee, an annual per capita 

multiple district convention fund tax of ONE HALF THE AMOUNT TO BE PAID PER CLUB may be levied upon each 
member of each club and shall be collected and paid in advance by each club, except newly chartered and reorganized 
clubs, in two (2) semi-annual payments as follows: ONE HALF THE AMOUNT TO BE PAID PER CLUB per club member 
on September tenth of each year to cover the semi-annual period July 1 to December 31; and ONE HALF THE AMOUNT 
TO BE PAID PER CLUB per club member on March tenth of each year, to cover the semi-annual period January 1 to 
June 30, with billings of said tax to be based upon the roster of each club as of the first days of September and March, 
respectively. ñ

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NEWS AROUND DISTRICT 39W 

Boise Capital Lions During the month of August, Lions club members continued to collect pull tabs for the Ronald 
McDonald House Charities, coupons for military families overseas, and voted to purchase 2 glasses 
and 2 exams for needy individuals. Lions participated in the Sight and Hearing retreat at Stanley, 
several area Charter Parties, and conducted our annual Optimist Youth Football Jamboree 
Breakfast and Lunch event at which over 1400 meals were served and generated gross revenues of 
over $2,400. 

Boise Host Lions The program was presented by Don Scott, Camp Hodia. Don reported that about 155 children 
attend the various camps per year. There are 3 one-week camps each summer and 1 winter ski 
camp for teens. The camp is for children with diabetes. The youngest are in third and fourth grades 
up to teens. The cost per child is $720. Each family is asked to pay $350, or a minimum of $100. 
Although, no child is ever turned away due to financial reasons. At camp the children participate in 
canoeing, hiking, swimming, horseback riding, and other camp activities. There is white water 
rafting, climbing, and repelling for the teenagers. Camp Hodia services the area from Jackson, 
Wyoming to Eastern Oregon. The Boise Host Club will again be doing our annual fund raising 
project at Art in Park, September 12 and 13. We will have two parking lots, parking is $5 per car. 

Boise Sunset Lions We collected 150 pair of glasses and 10 hearing aids. We participated in the Jackpot Golf 
tournament with 4 members of the club. We are working on our Golf tournament fund raiser 
scheduled for the 11th of September with a 6:PM shotgun start. Awards to be made at the Lift, 
corner of Lander and State St, after the tournament. We also collected a wheelchair, 2 walkers and 
a potty seat riser for the disabled and donated them. Picked up a box of diabetic needles and 
donated them to the Genesis Clinic in Garden City. 

Buhl Lions We have been buying products and recruiting help to operate our booth at the fair 9/2 thru 9/7 

Kuna Lions Kuna Days BBQ was all but rain out thanks to all that braved the rain to come join us. Lion Hunt Golf 
Tourney was a blast, and was a great success. Thanks for the support of all the other clubs in the 
area. 

Meridian Lions All club efforts were directed towards selling advertisement for our Rodeo Sept. 26th and 27th. All 
Lions in the area are invited to attend. Lions will be admitted free if they wear some type of item that 
identifies them as a Lion.  

Meridian Noon Lions Our program for August was the American Legion. They spoke about how we could partner with 
them doing activities & publicity. We are busy planning our charter night on September 10th. 

Mountain Home Lions  In August, we had our annual Rumble and Roar car show. We had a great showing of cars and our 
Carl Miller Park is a beautiful venue for the car show. 

Parma Lions Parma Lions enjoyed their traditional Summer Picnic at the home of Lion Judy and the late Lion Jim 
Powers. Lion Judy hosted a lovely evening in her home on the Snake River, and Lion Jim was 
dearly missed and fondly remembered, with his presence still strongly felt. The chair where he would 
sit and watch the children swimming in the pool was left vacant in his honor. New Lion President 
Bob Mortenson welcomed the large group of Lions, families, and friends, who feasted on 
hamburgers, hotdogs, all the bounty of the seasonal gardens, and loads of desserts! A beautiful 
sunset and great conversation were highlights of a few hours of ease and conviviality before Parma 
Lions begin another busy year. The board of directors and officers met at the Parma Senior Center 
well before daybreak on September first to plan out the months ahead. The outstanding 
benevolence of Parma Lions may be one of the reasons we are DISTRICT CLUB OF THE YEAR. 
Among charitable endeavors are donations to Parma Summer Baseball, Optimist Football, Boysô 
State, Girlsô State, Christmas gift certificates for families in need, eyeglasses, Sight and Hearing, 
generous Parma High School Scholarships, and many, many more gifts to the community and 
beyond.

Club members helped Syringa club during 4th of July celebration by 
manning Concession booths. Conducted Mutton Bustin for 4th of July Rodeo. Moved our concession 
trailer to Burley as a public service project to support Music on the Grass festival which was a fund 
raiser for Meals-On-Wheels program. Held our annual Lions BBQ during Minidoka County Fair 
Week, with 700 plus persons having dinner. Co-sponsored and conducted Mutton Bustin for two 
days of Fair week Rodeo. Helped the Declo Club shuck corn for their Corn booth during the Cassia 
County Fair. Donated to the Jackpot Golf Tournament, Minico High School,Meals-on Wheels and 
Crime Stoppers. 

Star Lions August was a great time to get out and do some community clean up. Several members of the club 
got together with the community to help clean up the new Star River Walk. This was followed by a 
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BBQ for all the volunteers. We also started a new service project dubbed "Lion Spirit", an ongoing 
project throughout the year to help out our neighbors in Star with small projects around their home 
like painting, yard clean up, or minor household repairs. If you know of someone in the Star

Twin Falls Lions We are starting a Leo Club in the new high school in Twin Falls, still having meetings to get things 
going. We are busy setting up for the fair, it is our fund raiser, parking cars each night of the fair. Our 
club had a team at the golf tournament in Jackpot. 

Weiser Lions Our Weiser Club held a concessions building clean-up and potluck to prepare for the Weiser football 
season which kicked off on August 28. These concessions are a major fundraiser for our club with 
many man hours involved. We co-sponsored a BBQ fundraiser with the Cambridge-Midvale Lions on 
August 22, to raise funds for lights & water at the new livestock barn/Washington County 
fairgrounds. Over 120 people were served, $700+ raised, and 49 volunteer hours by our club. We 
are checking into getting a flagpole at the Mann Creek Cemetery. We are beginning the 
preparational groundwork for a Weiser Recreation Department project, bottled water fundraiser, and 
vision screening at both our local grade schools & the community health fair. We paid $180 for the 
local Scout House insurance. 

Photoscreening  is Going to be HOT  
I am a transplant from Alaska.  I am a Payette Syringa Lion, presently.  I have been involved in a project called Photoscreening for 
three and a half years. 

Basically, Photoscreening is a project where we take 2 pictures of children from 6 months to 6 years oldôs eyes, with a digital camera.  
(Gateway DW-S20)  The pictures are labeled with the childôs name and then cropped to the eyes.  I then 
copy them to disc and send them to an Ophthalmologist (currently Dr. McKinnon, Nampa).  With these pictures he can detect up to 6 
different eye disorders.  If the child needs a follow-up exam because of an eye problem, the Dr. sends the consent form back to the 
parent with the problem and a recommendation to see a eye care professional.  They can then take the form with them to their eye 
doctor. 

This project originated in Nashville, Tn. at the Vanderbilt Hospital.  It is an essential project because the age group that have children 
from 6 months to 6 years are barely past being children themselves.  It doesnôt occur to many of them to take their little ones to get an 
eye exam before school age.  The problem with this is the muscles in the little oneôs eyes have matured as much as theyôre going to at 
school age.  Any treatment a child might need is a lot more successful if the problem can be discovered from 6 months to 4 years.  
Even 5 years old is good.   

It is my dream to bring this awesome project to Idaho.  I believe it will give all Lions in Idaho something new to set their clubs on fire.  
Imagine your club doing Photoscreening and a Mother who had her child photoscreened the previous year comes up and gives you a 
BIG HUG for helping her find out her child needed help.  There is no feeling better.  One mother told about bringing her child home from 
the eye doctor with her new glasses on and she looked across and up the street and said, ñhey Mom, I can see Grandmaôs houseò.  
The mother said, ñHoney, why didnôt you tell me you couldnôt see Grandmaôs houseò?  The little one replied, ñWell, I didnôt know I was 
supposed toò.  This little story from a parent really brought it home to me how important this project is.  The children donôt know they 
have a problem, because they have nothing to compare it to.   

Please, if this pulls at your heart strings, call me and set up a time for me to come and talk with your club about Photoscreening.  Then, 
if it is a project your club wishes to participate in, I will be happy to train 1 or 2 or more of your members by holding photoscreening in 
your town.  It can be an add-on to other screening activity or an event on its own. When we have had a few screenings, I will get an 
interview with Carolyn Holly of Channel 7 and explain what Photoscreening is.  That way, when the clubs advertise a screening in their 
community, the folks will know what it is and how important it is.
