$167.00. We collected 469 pairs of glasses. 8 members of the Club folded & labeled 2000

shepherded a $250,000 gifted building to the Lion's Eye Bank. International Director Gary
D'Orazio inducted 25 new Leo members to the Centennial Leos Club. We added Lion
Shirley Massey as a new Lion member to the Club. The Club Survey has been passed out
and returned to see if the members are happy with the way the Club is being run.

This month, members participated in one of our major fundraising events - the Fish Pond
at the annual Sportsman's Show, held at Expo Idaho. The club's annual Charter Party was
held at the Owyhee Plaza Hotel. The event was well attended and a new club event/fund
raising activity, the Corn Toss Game, was introduced. Coupons totaling $3,830 were
collected and sent to Ramstein Air Base to benefit military families based overseas.
Approximately 7 pounds of aluminum pull tabs were delivered to the Ronald McDonald
House Charities.

A Trustee is an elected representative of their fellow Lions from a geographic region. A full term is 3 years unless a
Trustee resigns. Then a replacement Trustee is appointed until the next Multiple District 39 Convention, where the
position is open for election for the remainder of that term. We have the following Trustee positions open for election at
the Multiple District 39 Convention in Sun Valley:

39W Region 11 centered around Payette (Term expires in 2013)
39W Region 17 centered around Mid Vale (Term expires in 2011)
39W Region 37 centered around Burley (Term expires in 2013)
39E Region 17 centered around Preston (Term expires in 2012)
39E Region 2 i centered around ldaho Falls (Term expires in 2013)
39E Region 31 centered around Rigby (Term expires in 2013)

The duties and responsibilities of a Trustee include being aware of all other responsibilities outlined in the Bylaws
including: set the policies; establish the programs and services to be rendered, perform long range planning, perform
oversight of the Foundation for the Executive Director to execute. If the Executive Director has questions on policies,
programs, services, long range planning, and oversight of the Foundation, the Trustees evaluate and make a decision on
all matters in question. The Trustees approve for Foundation employees the pay range, compensation rate, benefits,
annual cost of living increases, and annual performance bonus range. Trustees vote on all matters before the Board of
Trustees with voting may be accomplished in person, by teleconference, mail or email. A Trustee represents a geographic
region. Where there is more than one Trustee per geographic Region, the Trustees will work out coverage of the Lions
Clubs and visit each Lions Club within their geographic Region at least once per year. A Trustee will inform Lions Club
members of Foundation activities and provide information updates on all Foundation Programs, functions, needs, and
purposes. Trustees are expected to attend all Board Meetings. Trustees are responsible for the development and
promotion of programs and fundraisers to Lions Clubs and Lions in their region of responsibility.

The foundation has developed our strategic plan for the next five years with input from fellow Lions, sight and hearing
professionals and elementary school teachers.
