Haiti Relief  
 
LCIF is still asking for donations toward the Haiti Relief Fund because of the extensive damage caused by the earthquake 
and the time itôs going to take to rebuild.  Following is a portion of a letter written to all Lions by PIP Al Brandel. 

Dear Fellow Lions, 
Since I last wrote you, we have all learned more about the extent of the devastation in Haiti. At Lions Clubs International 
Foundation (LCIF), we have also learned more about the situation on the ground from the Lions of Haiti. My heart goes 
out to all the Lions in Haiti, who have been personally affected by this disaster, losing at least two club members as well 
as many close relatives. Yet they have put aside their own needs to help their community. LCIF is working non-stop with 
Lions of that area to support "Lions Hope for Haiti." 
Lions Hope for Haiti has mobilized more than US$350,000, to date. Lions around the world are responding generously 
and quickly to the LCIF designated fund for this disaster. Donations are continuing to pour in from individuals, clubs and 
districts, and I thank all of you who have already pledged your support. 
LCIF is working directly with Lions of Haiti as well as Lions in neighboring countries to assess the immediate needs and 
also develop a long-term reconstruction plan. Maureen and I will be traveling to the Dominican Republic in the next few 
days to lead a team delivering urgently needed supplies into Haiti. 
 
Lions around the world are also assisting: 

¶ Lions in neighboring Caribbean countries are sending cargo containers of requested supplies through 
connections with transportation companies.  

¶ Lions in Sweden are sending large tents through the Swedish government to provide housing for those who are 
now homeless as well as relief workers, as they did for the China earthquake. 

¶ Lions from District A-9, Ontario, Canada were in the area when the earthquake hit, helping to establish a clean 
water system for an orphanage, and responded by establishing a make-shift medical clinic, treating 600 people.  

¶ Lions are contributing generously, some examples include: US$86,000 pledged from Lions in Norway; 
US$20,000 from Lions in China; US$14,000 from District 105-I, England. 

Like other previous disasters, LCIF is not only committed to meeting the immediate needs of the people, but will be 
working through the Lions in the region to provide relief for years to come. After other relief organizations have moved 
out of the area, Lions will still be on the ground, overseeing long-term reconstruction projects. Similar to previous 
disasters, Lions will be discussing the possibility of rebuilding homes and hospitals, redeveloping the eye care delivery 
system, providing human resource support, and assisting the disabled, including those disabled as a result of this 
disaster.

Boise Bench Lions The Club collected and sent 300 books to our servicemen in Afghanistan. Over 30 pieces of warm 
clothing has been collected to deliver to the Hope House in Marsing. $200 was donated to the 
Corpus Christi House in Boise. 432 pairs of glasses were collected and 4 exams/glasses were 
purchased for $310. The Club is joining with Mission Aviation Fellowship to deliver glasses to 
Mozambique. Collecting and sorting glasses was 27 hours. Four members of the Club worked 27 
hours on the MSU screening children. The Club sorted and shipped 8076 pairs of glasses and 
received $200 for metal recyclables. We had two members reach their 80th birthday this month.  

Boise Capital Lions The Boise Capital Lions Club members have been active in collection of funds and food for the 
Idaho Food Bank and in the past month delivered $95 and 183# of food. Applications for 9 exams 
and eyeglasses were approved during the month and coupons for service families at the Ramstein 
Air Base in Germany and aluminum pull tabs for the Ronald McDonald House Charities continue to 
be collected at each meeting.  

Boise Host Lions The program was presented by Glen Nielsen, Commander of the VFW Post #63. He spoke about 
the origins of the VFW following the Spanish-American War. The VFW currently assists arriving and 
departing military, and offers their families assistance. They send boxes of needed items to active 
military all year round. Assistance is needed in paying for the postage of $11.95 per box. They also 
have a need for volunteers to help pack the boxes, which are sent out monthly. Commander Nielsen 
also spoke about the High School and Lower Grade School essay contests: Voice of Democracy 
and Patriots Pen Competition that the local schools can participate in. The winners can win 
scholarships and savings bonds. These are only a few of the projects that the VFW has for veterans 
and their families. Eleven lucky people were able to attend the Holiday party at Lion Joey's home.

The Challenge - Winter Blind Camp  

 
Times are tough.  Budget cuts are looming around the state of Idaho as the legislature begins its session.  We want to 
bring to your attention a potential shortfall that would affect some folks near and dear to the hearts of Lions, the students 
at the Idaho School for the Deaf and Blind.  Each winter the school sponsors a winter camp for kids along with the Wood 
River Lions club.  Additional funds are needed to fund a potential financial shortfall this year and in the upcoming years 
ahead. The money in jeopardy amounts to about $2,300.  For those who are not aware, this is the highlight of these 
students school year.  It is the most talked about camp within the blind school.  These children get so much enjoyment out 
of the freedom that the camp provides.  We cannot let this opportunity go without stepping up and showing our support.  
Let's see....50 clubs in 39W.....$2,300......that's less than $50 per club....it seems obvious....   

The Star Lions Club has donated the first $100 (through club and individual donations) to help offset this shortfall.  They 
are issuing a challenge to the other clubs and members of District 39W to pledge at least $50 for this cause.   "Alone we 
can do so little; together we can do so much."   Yes, that was Helen Keller who said that. 

The Wood River Lions will continue raising funds to cover all the other camp expenses that they incur on an annual basis 
to support the Winter Camp. It is the states portion where there is a shortfall, which costs include transportation, housing 
and some staffing costs.  The camp will be held this year on March 5th, 6th and 7th.  If you are interested in volunteering 
please call Lion Walt Cochran at  208-316-9340.

INQUIRY TO LCIF BY LOOMIS LION RE: FUNDS FOR HAITI - QUICKLY ANSWERED 
 
Loomis Lion Jack Morris sent an email to Lions Clubs International Fund (LCIF) with an inquiry into the handling of more than $1.5 
million of donated funds for the victims of the Haitian earthquake in January. It was a simple request for an explanation about flow of 
money and other assistance. The LCIF representative responded with the word-by-word note and approved of its display below.- - - - - - 
- - - - - - - - - 

1 February 2010 

Dear Jack, 

Thank you for your e-mail and the opportunity to address your concerns. First, I should point out that the US$1.5 million is continuing to 
grow, due to contributions of Lions worldwide, such as your club. Some of this is for immediate relief, but much is for long-term 
reconstruction. Lions in Haiti are currently discussing what types of projects they'd like to support long-term, and we'd like to find a 
project that other organizations are not helping address. Similar to other disasters, this may be a school, infrastructure, eye clinic, etc. 

The way that LCIF works is different than many organ-izations. We work directly through local Lions who live in the community. For 
example, for the tsunami or Hurricane Katrina relief, we worked with a committee of Lions that was established to oversee relief for the 
entire span of the project. In the case of the tsunami, this committee is still in place as final projects are being completed this year. 

This will be the same for Haiti relief. Lions have established a committee in the last week, comprised of Lions in Haiti, Dominican 
Republic and lead by PID Carlos Justiniano from Puerto Rico. He is currently meeting with Lions in Haiti now, and this is his third trip to 
the area. We are not giving money to the government or other third party, but directly through Lions. And everything requires a receipt 
as proof of purchase, such as contract with builder, medical supply company, etc. These are carefully reviewed by staff at LCIF. 
Additionally staff and LCIF Chairperson Brandel will be traveling to the area the end of the month to be involved in discussions 
regarding long-term relief projects, funding and other items. 

Like every project that LCIF supports, Lions must be involved. The grants are awarded to Lions, Lions play an active role in the project, 
Lions report back to LCIF, etc.  

Additionally, 100 percent of donations will go to these projects because administrative costs are paid by interest earned on investments, 
whereas other organizations typically keep 9-13 cents from every dollar to pay administrative costs. Additionally LCIF is transparent as 
all financial information is available online. You can read the 08-09 annual report at:

And Charity Navigator just awarded us their highest ranking of four stars for our fiscal responsibility.  

I hope this answers your questions and addresses your concerns on funding.

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Don Frank Has Been a Lifelong Volunteer  
 
When Don Frank, who was born in South Dakota and moved to Idaho as a child, was a young man his friends called him the Curbside 
Archeologist. But that only described half of what he did. They probably should have called him the Curbside Philanthropist. Don had -- 
still does -- a knack for finding and fixing things like discarded appliances and furniture that, with a little help, still had years of service. 
He found them, fixed them and gave them to those in need. 
When Don retired from Met Life, he started a new career by going on active duty with the Air National Guard where heôd been a 
member of the reserves. With 25 years of service he retired a second time not long ago. So he now has more time to devote to his 
volunteer activities like delivering Meals on Wheels to the homebound, playing the piano at 
Hillcrest Assisted Living and other homes and Senior Centers around Boise, and around the 

country. 
As he and wife Linda, who have been Boise 
residents since 1968, travel they often stop in at 
Senior Center or assisted living home where Don 
will tickle the ivories for an hour or so to the delight 
of residents and seniors.
